Welcome and thank you for your interest in our clinic. We have four veterinarians who are
certified in veterinary acupuncture: Dr. Michelle Tilghman, Dr. Pat Zook, Dr. Tracey Sasher and Dr.
Colleen Smith. Many people request to schedule at least part of their internship when Dr. Tilghman will
be working. Dr. Tilghman only works Tuesday and Wednesday. While we try to accommodate
everyone’s wishes, we do not always know Dr. Tilghman’s schedule in advance due to the nature of her
teaching and lecturing work. We will certainly give you the most current information we have when you
schedule your internship, but be aware that her schedule often changes with little notice and she may be
out of the office during your internship. We know, however, that you will also gain invaluable
knowledge from and enjoy working with Dr. Zook, Dr. Smith, and Dr. Sasher.

Directions to the clinic from Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport:

Take 1-285 East from the Airport. Exit at 39B (Stone Mountain/Athens) exit. This will put you
on Hwy. 78 (Stone Mountain Freeway) going East. Stay on Hwy. 78 for approximately 7-8 miles. Do
not take any of the exits you will pass. Go to the first traffic light. Take a left at the light onto East Park
Place. Go one block and take a right at the Best Western onto Glenn Club Drive. This is our street.
Follow Glenn Club around to the right, then you will see a big wooden heart on the right, that’s the sign
for the clinic.

The clinic is approximately 45 minutes from the Airport. There is no public transportation from
the Airport to the clinic. Taxicabs, rental cars or airport shuttles are available.

The clinic opens at 7:30a.m. for dropoffs on weekdays, but appointments begin at 9:00a.m/9:30
am. You are more than welcome to come in before we start taking appointments to get settled in.
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday are our scheduled surgery days. Physical Therapy, including the
underwater treadmill, is scheduled on Tuesday,Wednesday, Thursay, Friday and Saturday.

We now offer to our veterinary students an in-house apartment for your convince. The apartment is a
standard bedroom with a twin bed inside of the clinic. Our kitchen is limited to a microwave and
refrigerator. We do supply bed linens; however bathroom linens and personal effects will need to be
brought by the student.
